Welcome to Math 7!  Math 7 is a year long class covering the concepts of equations and expressions, the number system, ratios and proportional relationships, geometry, statistics and probability.  The textbook for this class will be McDougal Littell Course 2.  In order to be successful in this class, you must develop self-discipline and good work habits.

I. Student Code of Conduct

Students will be expected to follow Placerita’s Student Code of Conduct.  In addition, students will be courteous (kind to their peers), respectful (zero discrimination), responsible (following classroom procedures) and disciplined (prepared for class and ready to learn).
II. Grading Policy

This class has been organized around California’s Common Core Content Standards for Mathematics and the performance standards for the school (i.e. participation, homework, etc).  Therefore, students will be assessed based upon their mastery of the content standards and ability to meet the performance standards.

1. Grades are an indication of the performance level achieved.  Attendance and attempting work are important, but neither will guarantee a passing grade in this class.

2. Grades will be determined by totaling all points earned and dividing by the total points possible.

3. The following grade scale will be used: A = 90% - 100%, B = 80%-89%, C = 70-79%, D = 55-69% and F = below 55%.
4. Cheating in this class is defined by copying from another student, allowing another student to copy your work, plagiarism, or using any other aids (other than the 3 by 5 notecard allowed) during a test or assignment.  Any student caught cheating will receive an automatic zero on the assignment or test and referred to the assistant principal.

5. Infinite Campus – An online grading program that students AND parents can check at any time to monitor student progress. 

III. Homework Policy

1. Students will have homework 4 or 5 times a week.
2. All homework must be completed in a notebook.  Each homework page will show the problem written out, all work shown, and boxed answers.  All homework must be completed in pencil to receive credit.
3. Homework will be graded the next day in class.  Full credit will be given to students who complete/attempt all the homework questions and follow all procedures in step 2.
4. Quizzes will be given one to two times per week and will contain similar problems to the homework problems assigned.
5. Students can retake quizzes and tests at retake days if all previous homework assignments have been completed.
6. Extra credit worksheets are provided on the back table in the classroom and each page is worth two points of extra credit. 
IV. Assessment
1. Students will be assessed in this class by tests, benchmark tests and projects.

2. Tests will be given every two weeks, on a Thursday, and will cover the standards that have been addressed during that two week unit plus problems from previous tests that quarter.
3. Benchmark tests will be given at the end of each quarter and will be cumulative.
4. Projects will be assigned during a concept and will identify how well the student can apply the standards being addressed.

5. Each assessment will be measured by their mastery of the standards involved. 
6. One test retake is allowed for each test and will be provided at retake days. Students can score up to 85% on a retake exam.
V. Make-up Policy

1. If a student is absent, s/he will be allowed one day for each day absent to make-up missed work.  Students will be given a homework calendar with all of the assignments, so it would be to the student’s advantage to attempt the assigned homework when absent.  It is the student’s responsibility to ask the teacher before or after class for any classwork that was missed. 
2. If a major project is due on the day a student is absent, the project is due upon the student’s return (no exceptions).

3. If a student is absent on the day of an assessment, it is his/her responsibility to set up a make-up time for before or after school.

4. If a student is truant, she/he will receive zeros for all work on those days.

VI. Materials

1. Students will need to bring the following materials to class everyday:

· A spiral notebook dedicated to this class only
· AT LEAST 2 sharpened pencils (or mechanical pencils) and different colored pens
2. Students will be assigned a textbook to use in the classroom.  Since this textbook may be used by others, all students using that book will be responsible for keeping the book in excellent condition.  The students using this textbook will be responsible for the cost if any damage is found.
VII. Other

1. Need extra help?!?!  I am available Tuesdays and Thursdays after school from 2:45 pm to 3:30 pm.  There will also be a retake help day held periodically throughout each quarter in addition to math help days.
2. The best way to reach me is by email as I may not get phone messages until a day later.  Students may email me but must identify themselves when doing so.
